Anthony Packard dealership about 100 years ago.

He recalled
wonderful tours in the 1960s to the Central Coast and Lake Ta-
hoe, as well as the unfortunate schism in leadership that re-
sulted in the formation of Packards International in Southern
California. Another tale elaborated on the 1985 accomplish-
ment of gathering all six Bugatti Royales at the Pebble Beach
Concours, a feat that has yet to be repeated and transformed
Pebble Beach from a nice west coast show to the international
extravaganza that it is today.

While we could have listened to Chris tell stories for hours, the
event had to come to an end. Polishing off the cookies and
taking extra bags of chips for the road, people piled into their
cars and headed home. Thanks again to Hal Schuette for in-
viting us to the Candy Store for another wonderful afternoon!
